2. The Arts & Crafts Show is juried.  Please send a picture of your art or craft, your 
check, and your completed application regardless if you’ve been in the show in 
prior years. 

3. The Arts & Crafts show will be held rain or shine. 
4. If electricity is needed, participants provide their own generators. 
5. No refunds. 
6. Your cancelled check is your receipt until space assignment is made.  All pictures 

will be returned.  If the art or craft is not accepted, your check and your picture 
will be sent back to you. 

7.  The spaces are assigned on a first come, first served basis. 
8. The cost per space will increase to $80.00 for applications received after 

Monday, June 16, 2008. 
9. No reservations taken after Friday, June 27, 2008. 
10. Outdoor restroom facilities are provided for the crafters.  Public restrooms are 

located in the concessions area.  There is a fee for anyone entering that area.
